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A New Transit Vision

The Sacramento Regional Transit District (RT) is preparing for
the region's growing transportation needs through its Transit
Master Plan (TMP), which will provide a new Transit Vision and
address the changing needs of our communities. As a long-
range district-wide transit guide, the plan will provide a planning,
policy, financial and operational framework for developing and
delivering projects and programs through 2035.

Positioning Transit to Meet Future Challenges

Our leaders and communities produced the last plan in 1993
and since that time our region has undergone significant
changes. We've developed new employment centers and other
facilities away from the central business district in Downtown.
More people are moving into the area each day and during the
next 25 years we will see a doubling in population and jobs.
These increases will lead to more traffic and congestion on our
roads, which will in turn lead to worsening air quality.

The result is that if we continue with business as usual, people
will spend more time in their cars just trying to make their daily
trips. We need to position public transit to meet these
challenges now.

The Smart Way to Grow

The Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG)
is an association of local governments in the six-county
Sacramento Region that provides transportation planning
and funding for the region, and serves as a forum for the
study and resolution of regional issues. SACOG has
developed a 50-year plan, known as the Blueprint, that is
based on “Smart Growth” principles.

The Blueprint proposes higher density, mixed-use
developments that will reduce the need to travel by putting local
services, recreation opportunities, shops and medical care
nearer to home. This form of land use will also be served by
transit which will be easy, convenient and accessible. This will
allow more people to have transportation choices, using transit
for some of their needs rather than using a car for every trip.

Shaping our Future . . . Together

To shape the TMP into a plan that works for everyone, we are
engaging community, neighborhood, government and business
groups and individuals so that together we can identify
immediate and long-term solutions. This process will help us
continue to provide and expand a reliable and comprehensive
transit system.

We've developed three scenarios that will help RT test a mix of
land use and transit options. These will be available on our
website and at regional public forums for review and comment
beginning in April 2008. Also, all of our major documents will be
provided for review and comment as they become available
during the update process.

During Fall 2008 we will provide the results of the feedback we
received during the spring and ask for final input on the
scenarios, which will have been further defined by analysis and
research.

Providing the Solutions

Following the second phase of the Outreach Program, we will
prepare the details of the final Transit Master Plan, which will
include:

The updated Regional Transit Strategic Plan;
The main Transit Master Plan;

The Short Range Transit Plan; and

The updated ADA/Paratransit Plan

Other elements will include a comprehensive set of new
policies, initiatives and projects, including details of the
implementation program (including near-term service planning
changes) and corridor and local area plans; and a wide-ranging
review of existing and (future) potential sources of funding for
the implementation and operation of the TMP proposals.

As the Sacramento region thrives, we need to keep pace by
continuing to support a public transit system that will help
relieve congestion, increase air quality and provide for liveable
communities.
